Poor Lord Wakefield is terrified… & he doesn’t want the responsibility of helping me. However we are trying to persuade the dear man it’s as safe as crossing Piccadilly Circus & I’m living in hopes. If I can only get the matter settled within the next fortnight I’ll probably go over to Buenos Aires…’ In concluding Johnson also comments on two of her fellow aviators, asking ‘Did I give you the Master of Sempill’s name for a Buzzard ? If I did, don’t write to him. I’ve offended him because he won’t enter his schemes & he doesn’t like me now. Capt. Barnard too I’ve turned down for a tour round England, so he doesn’t like me either ! Autograph letters by Johnson are rare & this example has particularly interesting content relating to aviation.
